What’s expected of you?

Participation:

Each day in class you will receive a participation grade based on attendance, being on time, being prepared, and participating in class.   It will be worth 4 points.  If you are late, unprepared, or your participation is not up to par, you will lose points. 
Homework:

Most days homework will be graded on a 2-point scale. Some days all questions will be graded. Other days I will choose which particular question or questions will be graded.  The score you receive will be based on the amount of effort you visibly put into your HW and how much of it was attempted.  Late HW will not be accepted for any credit because we will typically review HW answers the following day.  Homework will be assigned Monday through Friday and is always due the day after it has been assigned. Graded homework will always be announced. If absent, you have two days to complete the homework. 
Exams:

There will be a quiz once a week (starting the 2nd week of school). Vocabulary will be a large component of this course.  We will have a short review session before each test.  Projects may be assigned on a quarterly basis. Assigned projects will be given class time to use chromebooks for research purposes.
